WINEMAKER NOTES

Pinot Blanc derives its origins from the Burgundy region

Grapes for
our 1999 Pinot Blanc come from vineyards in the south
Okanagan Valley, where the hot sun and deep sand allow
excellent ripening. 40% oak aging adds complexity to this dry
white wine.
