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WINEMAKER NOTES
Immediately after picking, the fruit is 

gently whole cluster pressed. A 

portion of the juice was fermented 

and aged on the lees with stirring, the 

balance is slowly cool-fermented in 

steel tanks to enhance the fruit 

characters.
