Pinot Blanc, from the Burgundy region of 
France, is a variant or mutation of Pinot 
Gris - a lighter coloured version of Pinot 
Noir. These grapes are grown in the South 
Okanagan Valley, where the intense sunlight 
and deep sand allow excellent ripening. 
Immediately after picking, we gently whole 
cluster pressed these grapes then barrel 
fermented the juice into wine. It has been 
aged on the lees with stirring for 6 months.

This Pinot Blanc is a natural with savory 
grilled salmon.
